The following is my message to the members of the Broward Delegation and

was read into the public record on February 15, 2013 regarding the Town's local
bill to restore our Farm Designation:

I want to first apologize for not being able to be in attendance for today’s meeting. I also
want to thank the members of this committee, who took the time recently to talk to me
about the concerns I had regarding this issue. I also appreciate the commitment for
future follow-up meetings to continue our very constructive dialogue. I have been return-
ing telephone calls and responding to e-mails recently from Southwest Ranches residents
regarding false information being disseminated about this farm issue, some as absurd
and preposterous as there being a council conspiracy to get rid of horses in our Town.

I do not believe that there is any municipality in Broward County that has a greater
respect or affinity for the Right to Farm Act. And having said that, it is also important to
understand and remember that we are also a residential community. The current State
law, which is the reason for the consideration of this local bill, appears to not have any
limitations on the farm exemption and is essentially defined as any property having
plants or animals useful to humans. As you can imagine, and in furtherance of some

of the conversations I have had with members of this committee, there is significant
concern about how someone can interpret those words and use them to the advantage
of their personal agenda. Not to mention a municipality’s prohibition of having any
influence regarding setbacks, the piling and spreading of excessive manure, and the
open burning just feet away from single family residences.

Our Town desires to create a harmony between its agricultural and residential uses.
The only thing this local bill does is to restore the Town's previous administrative
authority, which was working in our Town. Nothing more and nothing less.

If it is determined that this is a statewide issue, and the original legislative intent is
being misconstrued or misinterpreted, I would support and promote the elimination of
our local bill and address it as a statewide issue. I certainly respect and appreciate the
positions being promoted by everyone, and I look forward to meeting with you in the
future to see if we can come up with a solution that addresses all concerns.

Out west there is
a section of land
(At about where
208th would be)
that is within the City of Pembroke
Pines. It historically has been owned
by the Weekley family however, it has
recently been purchased by the City
of Pembroke Pines so that they could
put in access for their residents to
Griffin Road. I applaud this effort as
it will give their residents the access
they desire without impacting the
safety of our residential roads.

Mission

The Code Enforcement Department
managed by Code Services Inc.
continues to apply community
oriented enforcement programs.
We deliver comprehensive code
enforcement programs that
incorporate the most current
enforcement methods and
techniques while maintaining

a community service oriented
approach in a reactive manner
as instructed by Town Council.

In the long-term this is a more
effective approach that focuses on
gaining voluntary compliance.
This does not mean that our
citizens are immune from notices
of violations and civil penalties,
but it means that warnings and
fines are merely tools or a means
to obtain compliance with the

Town of Southwest Ranches Codes.

Our goal is to educate and assist
our present and future residents
through the effective and fair
application of our Town Codes
and Ordinances. We are committed
to the delivery of quality service
to our community. As a whole our
mission statement is as follows:

“The Code Enforcement Department
is dedicated to the education and
assistance of our citizens through
the effective application of modern
Code Enforcement programs;
applied to protect the community’s
health, safety and welfare so that,
in cooperation, we may improve
the quality of life within our Town.”

What is Code Enforcement?

This is an advanced professional
public service work involving the
protection of the health, safety,
and welfare of the community
through the implementation,
application, and administration

of effective investigation and
enforcement of a variety of

Town of Southwest Ranches’ Code
Regulations & Ordinances. We
focus on the effective application
of current code enforcement
methodologies including the
effective delivery of services to the
public and the development of
appropriate strategies to resolve
related community issues. Among
the things that we do include:

* Enforcement of all applicable
Town of Southwest Ranches
Ordinances and Broward County
Codes as adopted and/or
amended.

* Recommendation and drafting
of legislation designed to
enhance service delivery.

« [ssuance of Civil Violation
Notices and collection of
associated penalties.

¢ Lien Search Requests.

The Code Enforcement Department
routinely interacts with all other
Town Departments as we adminis-
ter our enforcement methods

in dealing with: Zoning issues,
Building Code issues, Public Safety
and nuisance’s issues, Minimum
Housing, Property Maintenance
issues and a host of other enforce-
ment disciplines and administra-
tive issues.

There are several methods used
to identify and enforce against
code violations. The Town of
Southwest Ranches uses a
community-oriented method,
complaint generated and non
pro-active in nature, that it is
focused on gaining compliance.
There are other methods that
are not so user friendly including
the revenue method and the
bureaucratic method and a
combination thereof.

Florida Statute 162 (overview)

The Code Enforcement Department
follows Florida Statute 162. This Statute
is entitled "County or Municipal Code
Enforcement” and authorizes the
creation of local administrative
boards with the authority to impose
administrative fines and other non-
criminal penalties to provide an
equitable, expeditious, effective, and
inexpensive method of enforcing any
codes and ordinances in force in
counties and municipalities. It is the
intent of the legislature to promote
and protect and improve the health,
safety, and welfare of the citizens of
counties and municipalities through
the creation and implementation of
these local boards.

The promulgation of State Statute

162 was driven by the need for home
rule in conjunction with the need

to alleviate the burden placed on

the local court system due to the
administration of these primarily
civil infractions. The intent of the
legislature was to "decriminalize”
these infractions and to compel and
hold local authorities accountable for
the fair and equitable resolution code
violations. Therefore the purpose of
any code enforcement agency should
be to provide non-judicial solutions
for their citizens for any violations

of the local code.

The Department has a Code
Enforcement Director with over

16 years of Code Enforcement and
Community Development combined
experience, one Code Enforcement
Officer, and it is provided by the
Town of Southwest Ranches with
an Administrative Coordinator.

We have been certified by the Florida
Association of Code Enforcement
Officers and are required to maintain
these credentials via continued
education classes as well as annual
code enforcement conferences.
