It's seems that I
just  wrote my
January newsletter
and it is time to
write one for February. There is not
many new things to talk about but
let's give it a try. I think the most
important news is the fact that
Pembroke Pines at their last
Commission meeting approved an
application for a charter school to be
built by a company called Franklin
Academy on forty acres of land on SW
208 Avenue, which is owned by the
city of Pembroke Pines. When the City
purchased this land it was to be able
to build a road so that some of their
residents living within their town
boundaries would be able to go south
without having to go to Griffin Road,
and then either going to US 27 or to
SW 188th Avenue. Now Pembroke
Pines has decided to sell all this land
to a charter School (Franklin
Academy) to build this big school on
this new road they are building with
the only way to get all this traffic out
would be to go north to Griffin Road,
which is a two lane road at that point.
Our Town made an attempt at that
last Commission meeting to not
approve this application but was not
successful, so we had no other choice
but to file a lawsuit against this
project. They will have to go before
the Broward County Commission
because it will require a plat approval
change we will need as many people
that can make that meeting to be
there to oppose this project. As soon
as we know the date of this meeting
we will get the information out.

I've been a little disappointed with
the progress at Fishing Hole Park.
Things have moved slower than I

would like, however the restroom
construction contract was voted on at
the January 23 meeting. Hopefully
things will move quickly now.We
have temporarily opened the part of
the park that is completed which is
the Playground, the parking lot and
part of the horse trail but without the
bathroom and pavilion it will not get
much use.
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In last month’s column, I wrote
about the tremendous outpouring of
support from Town residents for our
Toys for Tots and the Military Heroes
Support Foundation. The generosity
shown during the holidays was
exceptional. I have no doubt the
lucky recipients were delighted to be
remembered and cared for so
strongly.

Although the holidays have now
passed, the need for our support has
not.

IMPORTANCE OF LIEN SEARCHES

It is the beginning of the year and as
we continue to provide professional
and courteous service to our
community we want to provide you
and potential newcomers to our Town
with a reminder of what our
Department does. In addition we
want to bring home the importance
of obtaining lien search information
from the Town of Southwest Ranches.

Mission

The Code Enforcement Department
managed by Code Services Inc.
continues to apply community
oriented enforcement programs. We
deliver comprehensive code
enforcement programs that
incorporate the most current
enforcement methods and techniques
while maintaining a community
service-oriented approach in a
reactive manner as instructed by
Town Council.

In the long-term this is a more
effective approach that focuses on
gaining voluntary compliance. This
does not mean that our citizens are
immune from notices of violations
and civil penalties, but that warnings
and fines are merely tools or a means
to obtain compliance with the Town
of Southwest Ranches Codes.

Our goal is to educate and assist our
present and future residents through
the effective and fair application of

our Town Codes and Ordinances. We
are committed to the delivery of
quality service to our community.
Our mission statement is as follows:

“The Code Enforcement
Department is dedicated to the
education and assistance of our
citizens through the effective
application of modern Code
Enforcement programs; applied
to protect the community’s
health, safety and welfare so
that, in cooperation, we may
improve the quality of life
within our Town."

Lien Searches: Why are
they so important?

The economy is turning around, and
the purchases of properties are
beginning to increase within our
Town and other areas of the County.
Most of the time Title Companies
request a lien search from the various
agencies; say County, City and/or
Town. Other times they fail to do so
and it becomes a problem for the
purchaser in the future.

The importance of the lien search is
that it provides the purchaser peace
of mind that there are no outstanding
issues related to Code Enforcement or
open building permits on the
property. In the case of Code
Enforcement issues, liens are valid for
a period of 20 years from the filing of
the lien with the County Clerk. A lien
is the result of failure to comply/
correct by the owner; being the
current seller or perhaps the previous
owner.

As we indicated above, our Town is

reactive in nature when it comes to
Code Enforcement. Only three items
are part of our pro-active activity:
bulk (either out of time placement,
late placement, over the limit bulk or
illegal dumping), fill brought unto
the property without a permit (sand,
dirt, etc.), and finally overgrown lots
and overgrown developed abandoned
properties. Non-withstanding many
times a violation is called to our
attention (via a personal or
anonymous complaint). Once this
occurs a Courtesy Notice is issued. If
there is no action to correct the issue,
it may lead to a Notice of Violation. If
the violation remains unattended or
uncorrected, a hearing takes place.
When the last step occurs, then the
property owner may find himself
with an order from the Special
Magistrate which imposes a daily
fine on the property until the
violation is corrected.

Our Department provides a search of
the records since the inception of the
Town back in the year 2000, for any
and all cases and possible associated
liens. The Department provides a
letter to the requester showing either
no lien or a lien with the outstanding
issue and associated fees. The letter is
provided to the requestor within 24
hours (rush) or 5 to 7 business days
based on the needs of the requestor.
Please contact our Department at
(954) 434-0008 to acquire instructions
as to how to request a lien search and
the associated fee.

Protect yourself and your investment
via acquiring a lien search. It goes a
long way and provides peace of mind,
not to mention an official record from
the Town.

THERE ARE TWO TYPES
oF BULK WASTE
BULK TRASH aAxpD YARD TRASH

BULK TRASH: can be furniture, white goods
(refrigerators, ranges, small appliances), rubble,
mixed roofing material, rock, gravel, cables,
materials resulting in home improvements and
household goods that are customary to ordinary
housekeeping operations of a residence and
generated by the resident. Bulk Trash does not
include contractor generated waste.

YARD TRASH: is any vegetative matter resulting
from normal yard and landscaping maintenance
that is not more than four (4) feet in length. Yard
trash must be generated by the resident. Yard
Trash does not include contractor generated
waste.

BULK TRASH and YARD TRASH and WHITE
GOODS should be placed out separately whenever
possible.

The combination of BULK TRASH and YARD TRASH
should not exceed 12 cubic yards (about the size
of a Volkswagen Beetle). If the bulk is over the 12

cubic yard limit, the resident may be issued a
warning or citation. Only the 12 cubic yards will
be picked up and the resident will be responsible to
remove the rest within a designated time limit by
code enforcement.

If a resident has more bulk than the 12 cubic yards,
they can contact the contractor at 1-888-800-7732
and arrange for additional pick up at an additional
fee.

BULK stored in containers should not exceed 50 1bs.

BULK should be placed within 3 feet of the curb,
swale, paved surface of the public roadway, or
closest accessible roadway that will provide safe and
efficient accessibility to the contractor.

BULK can be placed out no earlier than the Saturday
prior to the Bulk pick-up week.
