Over the past several years the incidence of noise complaints Over the past several years the incidence of noise complaints 
received by the Town has increased.  In response to that, the Town received by the Town has increased.  In response to that, the Town 
Council approved a new ordinance that seeks to balance minimal Council approved a new ordinance that seeks to balance minimal 
government intrusion with the peaceful enjoyment of one’s property.government intrusion with the peaceful enjoyment of one’s property.
The new “Noise Ordinance” took effect in July 2020. The intent of The new “Noise Ordinance” took effect in July 2020. The intent of 
this ordinance is to “prevent excessive sound which may jeopardize this ordinance is to “prevent excessive sound which may jeopardize 
the health, welfare or safety of the citizens of the town or degrade the health, welfare or safety of the citizens of the town or degrade 
the quality of life.”  The essence of the ordinance is that no person the quality of life.”  The essence of the ordinance is that no person 
may permit “any noise or sound, including subharmonic frequencies may permit “any noise or sound, including subharmonic frequencies 
(deep rumbling bass) that can be heard or felt beyond a real property (deep rumbling bass) that can be heard or felt beyond a real property 
boundary that would be determined to be objectionable by a boundary that would be determined to be objectionable by a 
reasonable person.”  What this means is that sound which can be reasonable person.”  What this means is that sound which can be 
heard on a property separate from yours at any time of the day that heard on a property separate from yours at any time of the day that 
would be considered objectionable by a reasonable person is a would be considered objectionable by a reasonable person is a 
violation.  Of course, there are exemptions such as for farm animals, violation.  Of course, there are exemptions such as for farm animals, 
farm equipment, and home workshops during the hours of 7 am to farm equipment, and home workshops during the hours of 7 am to 
7 pm. 7 pm.   

To enforce this new ordinance any Town police officer or code To enforce this new ordinance any Town police officer or code 
enforcement officer will investigate reported noise complaints.  If enforcement officer will investigate reported noise complaints.  If 
they determine the noise coming from the property can be heard they determine the noise coming from the property can be heard 
from the complainant’s property and would be objectionable to a from the complainant’s property and would be objectionable to a 
reasonable person then a violation has occurred.  Such violations will reasonable person then a violation has occurred.  Such violations will 
be prosecuted in accordance with the Town Code. be prosecuted in accordance with the Town Code.       

If you are going to host a special event, you may apply to the Town If you are going to host a special event, you may apply to the Town 
for a special event permit, which means your event has been for a special event permit, which means your event has been 
approved by the Town. If someone were to obtain a permit for a approved by the Town. If someone were to obtain a permit for a 
special event, they would be excluded from potentially causing a special event, they would be excluded from potentially causing a 
nuisance if the event operates under the guidelines provided in the nuisance if the event operates under the guidelines provided in the 
approval.approval.  

Our Code requires that a permit be obtained for any event where Our Code requires that a permit be obtained for any event where 
attendance is expected to be 30 or more persons. This is limited to attendance is expected to be 30 or more persons. This is limited to 
family, friends, and acquaintances. The event cannot be for profit and family, friends, and acquaintances. The event cannot be for profit and 
should not be advertised or open to the public. should not be advertised or open to the public. 

Special Events are limited to two (2) per calendar year and are at no Special Events are limited to two (2) per calendar year and are at no 
cost to the resident. Should a resident desire to exceed the occurrence cost to the resident. Should a resident desire to exceed the occurrence 
limitations, they may submit an application for consideration, limitations, they may submit an application for consideration, 
however they would be required to pay a fee of $110.00. If a special however they would be required to pay a fee of $110.00. If a special 
event has taken place without obtaining a permit, and a complaint is event has taken place without obtaining a permit, and a complaint is 
filed with the Town, they may be charged with an irreparable/filed with the Town, they may be charged with an irreparable/
irreversible violation and can be fined up to $5,000.00 per occurrence. irreversible violation and can be fined up to $5,000.00 per occurrence.
