Howdy Folks,

Welcome ev-
eryone to April. I'm writing this
month to follow up with a few
past projects and to discuss fu-
fure concerns.

First, for years our equestrians
have long sought safer passage
across the C-11 canal across Bo-
naventure Blvd. My objective to
Create an equestrian designated
lane on the Bonaventure Avenue
bridge across the C-11 Canal is
moving forward. I feel this will
help make a safer passage for
equestrians. I will keep you up-
dated as this progresses to frui-
tion.

Second, in a recent Council meet-
ing, I brokered the concept that
new platted developments should
include a designated trail for
horseback riders. I stated when a
purchaser buys a new home, it
should not be a surprise to the
owners a year or so later that
horses are riding behind their
new home. [ want developers to
make it clear to a new buyer that
a designated horse trail exists
near their home. I want these
trails to be clearly marked. Our
Town is premised on our horses
and farm animals. It should not
be a surprise to a new resident to
hear the crowing of a rooster or
the bray of a donkey. It should
not be a surprise for a new resi-
dent to see equestrians riding be-
hind their home on a designated
trail.
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Voters passed the Mobility Ad-

vancement Program (MAP)

which increased the sales tax in

Broward from 6 to 7 cents. The
funds were to be designated for
transportation and transportation
related projects. During a recent
meeting at Town Hall, I learned the
County will not fund future new
Rehabilitation and Maintenance
(REM) projects (resurfacing our
streets, guardrail improvements,
and curing certain drainage) for
five years. This deeply troubles me
because when I voted for the refer-
endum, I cast my vote with the clear
proffer from our Broward officials
that the funds would include fund-
ing R&M projects, funding our pop-
ular Transportation Surface and
Drainage Ongoing Rehabilitation
(TSDOR) program. I felt that if the
MAP funds, funded our TSDOR
fund, our critical R&EM projects
would negate an Ad Valorem TS-
DOR supplement. Recently, the
Broward County City Managers’
Association lobbied the County to
free up R&EM funds, which is imper-
ative to fund our future TSDOR
projects.

One thing we do know is the one
cent sales tax will not pay for REM
for design or surveying. This means
those funds will have to come from
our Town's funds in one way or an-
other. The Town is currently de-
signing the next group of roadways
to be able to submit a shovel-ready
project when the County opens the
cycle again. Town officials are
meeting with the Broward Metro-
politan  Planning Organization
MPOQO’s consulting firm to discuss
the Capital projects as the County
will be accepting new Capital proj-
ect submissions. Unfortunately, the
County keeps reducing the eligibil-
ity of these projects.

Lastly, some have asked me why
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some of the roads in Sunshine
Ranches are pitched away from the
canals for erosion control reasons. I
decided to investigate and find the
rationale. This concept is based on
the concept that water flows the

way of least resistance. The roads ;

are constructed this way because if

the roads were pitched towards the !

canals, runoff would take the path
of least resistance. Through the
years, the continual erosion from
rainwater of the path of least resis-
tance could very likely compromise
the canal shoulder or bank which
would require significant rehabili-
tation. Sloping the roadways away
from the canals and collecting them

in catch basins placed in local low- |

lying areas allows for the stormwa-
ter runoff to be “pre-treated” by the
grassed swales before it reaches the
underground structures. Pre-treat-
ment improves the overall water
quality within the canal system.

I hope everyone found this infor-
mative. I wish to thank Andy Berns,

Rod Ley and Emily Aceti for their !

help with the information in my ar-
ticle.

2022 PROPERTY EXEMPTIONS - IT IS NOT TOO LATE TO
APPLY

While the timely deadline to apply for any 2022 exemption was
March 1, applicants can late file until September 19, 2022. If
you both owned and made the property your permanent
residence as of January 1, 2022, you can still apply for 2022
Homestead Exemption and any other exemptions. You can
apply for all exemptions online at https://web.bcpa.net/
bepaclient/#/Homestead

DEPLOYED MILITARY EXEMPTION

Homesteaded property owners who were deployed on active
military duty outside of the United States in support of a
designated military operation in 2021 are eligible for an
additional exemption for the 2022 tax year. Property owners
deployed in 2022 will be eligible for this exemption for the
upcoming 2023 tax year.

Applicants must provide US military documentation indicating
their 2021 dates of active duty deployment outside the United
States in support of one of the designated military operations:
Operation Noble Eagle, Operation Joint Task Force Bravo,
Operation Joint Guardian, Operations in the Balkans, Operation
Nomad Shadow, Operation U.S. Airstrikes Al Qaeda in Somalia,
Operation Copper Dune, Operation Georgia Deployment
Program, Operation Spartan Shield, Operation Observant
Compass, Operation Inherent Resolve, Operation Atlantic
Resolve, Operation Freedom's Sentinel, Operation Resolute
Support, Operation Juniper Shield, Operation Pacific Eagle and
Operation Martillo or in support of a subordinate operation to
any of the preceding. Applicants approved for tax year 2022 will
receive an additional exemption equal to the percentage of the
year they were deployed in 2021. This exemption requires the
holder to submit new supporting documentation each year to
retain these valuable savings. If your deployment crosses over
two calendar years, we accept pre-filed applications for the
upcoming tax year to make the application process more
convenient for you.

Topics recently considered and discussed by the Parks, Recreation,
Forestry and Natural Resources Advisory Board include a proposed
partnership with the Broward Beekeepers Association, the upcoming
farmers’ market event, and a name for the Town’s 5-acre parcel

(“Southwest Meadows Preserve”)
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In Southwest Ranches, swales can be found along the
front of your property and are there to contain water
runoff. The centerline of the swale is typically six inches
below the edge of pavement. This ensures that the roads
are clear after a rain event.

Do not fill them in or plant in these areas. The swale
should be clear of all obstructions in order to work
efficiently. You should keep your swale well-mowed and
free of litter and debris so water can flow freely. Check
swales periodically for both erosion or natural build-up of
sediments. If water collects in the swale, leave it alone - it
means the system is working!

A swale is one of the most common type of stormwater
best management practice (BMP). Swales not only
convey stormwater but also help to treat runoff by
reducing nutrient loading. Because swales have a wide
and relatively flat profile, rainwater collected within them
is slowed significantly. The reduction in the velocity of the
runoff promotes temporary ponding. Reducing the water's
speed allows for suspended solids such as heavy metals,
eroded soil particles, and other pollutants to settle and
filter into the swale’s vegetation cover. Stormwater staging
in the swale allows the water to percolate into the saill,
helping to reduce the volume and amount of pollutants
transported downstream. The pollutant reduction will
improve the water quality in surrounding water bodies.

MAINTAIN YOUR SWALE
* Mow the swale.

* Remove and then compost leaves and grass clippings.
* Keep good grass growth.

* Minimize use of fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides.
* Aerate soils to restore percolation rate.

* Inspect for erosion. Any damaged sod should be
replaced immediately.

DO NOT MISUSE YOUR SWALE

* Do not pile garbage, trash, leaves, limbs or debris in
swales - this adds pollutants, which can wash into
downstream waters.

* Do not park vehicles in the swale - this compacts the
soil so less runoff is absorbed.

* Do not plant trees or shrubs or place obstructions
within the swale.

* Runoff should temporarily pond in
the swale for up to 72 hours.

“KNOW YOUR NATIVE POLLINATORS” is a series of articles that will help you identify and
appreciate Florida’s varied pollinators, including bees, wasps, butterflies, moths, beetles, flies,
birds, and bats.

Have you ever seen a White peacock? No, not the bird. There’s a good chance you have seen
a White peacock butterfly! They are commonly seen flying low to the ground in Florida through-
out the year.

FORAGING PREFERENCES Host plants of the White peacock butterfly include
Herb-of-grace (Bacopa monnieri), Wild petunia (Ruellia caroliniensis), Southern frogfruit
(Lippia stoechadifolia), Carolina false vervain (Verbena carnea) and Turkey-tangle frog-
fruit (Phyla nodiflora), which is also a favorite nectar flower. Another is the ubiquitous Beg-
garticks (Bidens alba), as well as other flowers in the Asteraceae family.

DID YOU KNOW? White peacock butterflies stay low to the ground because their
favorite plants are also low to the ground.

IDENTIFICATION White peacocks are part of the family of brush-
footed butterflies. Small to medium in size, their wingspans range from 3.5 to
6 cm. They are white with brown markings and orange margins and have a
small black spot in the center of each of the forewings. Two small black spots
on each of the hindwings resembling a peacock’s eyespot give this butterfly
its common name. There is a short tail on the hindwings. Male and female
White peacock butterflies do not differ in appearance from each other. White
peacocks are smaller and darker during wet summer months and larger and
paler in the drier winter months.

HABITAT In addition to Florida, the White peacock can be found through-
out the southeastern United States, the Caribbean, Mexico, and South Ameri-
ca to Argentina. Occasionally in warmer months, White peacocks will wander
north to Wisconsin or New Jersey. They especially like warm weather and
thrive in South Florida. Look for these butterflies in disturbed areas, ditches,
canals, pond edges, marshes, lakes, roadsides and anywhere with weedy
low-lying plants.

FUN FACT Male White peacock butterflies pick out a nice territory of
about 50 square feet that is full of host plants and then fight to defend it
against other male butterflies. Their hope is that females will be attracted to
the host plants inside their chosen area. It’s all about location!

LIFE CYCLE Eggs are green and laid singly on the host plant or nearby
on the ground. Eggs will hatch within 3 to 10 days of being laid. The mature
larva is black with small white spots and black spines. The chrysalis is green
and can stay in this stage up to 14 days. White peacocks are a common sight
in Florida, and, with multiple generations, they can be seen all year long. Their
life span is about four months.
