Owerwiew:

The following is a list of steps that are required to obtain a Fill, Excavation, and/or Site Grading
Permit for properties within the Town of Southwest Ranches. The fees, required documentation, and
local entities that are referred to in this process are also defined. This process is presented as a
policy. It is not the ordinance. The Town ordinance will present the general lavw associated with
Filling a property. The purpose of this document is to present the policy that will be adhered to in the
execution of the Town ordinance. At nmno time should this policy in anyway contradict the Town
ordinance.

Fill Levals:

The requirements for obtaining a fill permit are based on three factors: the property size, location of
Fill on property, and the quantity of fill (measured in cubic yards, C¥Y). To determine yvour level,
please refer to the table below. By providing the property size and quantity of fill the permit level
can be determined. Please note the follovwing:

- One large truck of fill is approximately 18 cubic yvards.
- Level 1 is for maintenance purposes only.
- The amount of fill that is brought in is not based on a particular project but is based

on the total fill that is brought in during any continuous 12-month period of time
(e.a. May 2004 through April 2005).

Step 5: Fill Permit Issuance

Upon permit approval an email notification will be sent to the requestor. A Fill Permit Sign will be issued, and the
requestor will need to retrieve the permit sign from Town Hall.

The Fill Permit Sign should be placed in a visible location on the owner’s property near the location where the fill will
be placed.

The fill permit approval is valid for 60 calendar days. Should additional time be needed please request an extension
before the expiration date.

Please notify the Town when the work is complete so the Fill Permit Sign can be retrieved by a Town representative.
