AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES, 3 
FLORIDA PERTAINING TO THE REGULATION OF PLANT 4 
NURSERIES; AMENDING THE TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES 5 
UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE (“ULDC”) BY AMENDING 6 
SECTION 10-30, “TERMS DEFINED;” AMENDING  ARTICLE 45, 7 
“AGRICULTURAL AND RURAL DISTRICTS,” SECTIONS 045-030, 8 
“GENERAL PROVISIONS” AND 045-050, “PERMITTED AND 9 
PROHIBITED USES;” AMENDING ARTICLE 60, “COMMUNITY 10 
FACILITY DISTRICT;” PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; 11 
PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; 12 
AND, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 13 

WHEREAS, the Town of Southwest Ranches (“Town”) was founded to preserve 14 

its rural character and the rural lifestyle of its residents;  15 

WHEREAS, the Town finds it necessary to update its ULDC to comport with 16 

recent changes in Florida law regarding the Town’s ability to regulate vegetable gardens 17 

on residential properties; and  18 

WHEREAS, the Town further finds it necessary to safeguard the character and 19 

intent of Agricultural and Rural Districts by preventing the unauthorized conversion of 20 

residential dwellings to commercial purposes without obtaining a certificate of use and 21 

furthermore prohibiting the use of all properties for the parking and storage of vehicles 22 

and equipment that are not directly used in a farm or nursery.   23 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE 24 
TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES, FLORIDA: 25 

Section 1.  The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed 26 

as being true and correct, and are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof. 27 
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Section 2.  Section 10-30, “Terms Defined” is hereby amended as 1 

follows: 2 

*   *   * 3 

 Cottage foods.  The term “cottage foods” means the preparation of farm 4 
products in an unlicensed kitchen that are sold directly to consumers without a 5 
permit from the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services and in 6 
compliance with Chapter 500.80, Florida Statutes. The term does not include 7 
products sold wholesale.  8

 Farm.  The term “Farm” means the land, buildings, support facilities, 10 
machinery, and other appurtenances used in the production of farm or 11 
aquaculture products. 12 

*   *   * 13 

 Farm product.  The term “farm product” means any plant or animal useful 14 
to humans and includes, but is not limited to, any product derived therefrom. 15 

*   *   * 16 

Landscape materials.  The term “landscape materials” means items sold by a 17 
plant nursery at that are accessory to plants and plant products, including 18 
stepping stones, river rocks, cap rocks, tree-bracing kits, mulch, top soil, and 19 
fertilizer. The term does not include lawn furniture, picnic tables, rocking chairs, 20 
outdoor fire pits, grilles, monuments, decorative fountains, hot tubs, Jacuzzis, 21 
rugs, statues, gazebos and playground equipment.          22

Plant nNursery.  The term “plant nursery” means any grounds or premises on 24 
or in which nursery stock is grown, propagated, or held for sale or distribution, 25 
except where aquatic plant species are tended for harvest in the natural 26 
environment.   27

Nursery stock.  The term “nursery stock” means all plants, trees, shrubs, 29 

vines, bulbs, cuttings, grafts, scions, or buds grown or kept for or capable of 30 
propagation or distribution.  31

Plants and plant products.   The term “plants and plant products” means 34 
trees, shrubs, vines, forage and cereal plants, and all other plants and plant 35

Plant nursery retail sales.   The term “plant nursery retail sales” means a 4 

plant nursery that sells plants and plant products and/or landscape materials 5 
directly to the public at a specific location with established hours of operation.  6 
The term does not include the sale of plants grown on the property for wholesale 7 
to a broker or other person for resale.   8  9  Vegetable garden.  The term “vegetable garden” means a plot of ground where 10 

 herbs, fruits,  flowers, or vegetables are cultivated for human ingestion. 11

Section 3.  Article 5, “Administrative and legal provisions,” Section 005-13 

120, “Certificates Required” is hereby amended as follows: 14 

(A) No nonresidentially zoned No nonresidential building or premises or part 15 
thereof, except farm buildings or structures, or premises zoned to permit 16 
any community facility, commercial or industrial use, except farms, or 17 
premises established as a legal nonconforming use, existing as of the 18 
effective date of the ordinance from which this ULDC is derived which 19 
undergoes a change of occupancy or upon which a new or different use is 20 
established, shall be occupied or used for non-residential purposes unless a 21 
certificate of use shall have been issued therefor for the proposed use. The 22 
original certificate shall be posted at the business location at all times. 23 

(1)  The Town shall not charge a fee for review and issuance of a certificate 24 
of use for the following uses, provided that the zoning district allows for 25 
such use:  26 

(i) Places of worship.  27 

(ii) Vegetable gardens.  28 

(iii) Cottage food operations.  29 

(2)  No residential building or any part thereof may be converted to a non-30 
residential use. 31 

Section 4.  Article 45, “Agricultural and Rural Districts,” Section 045-030, 32 

“General Provisions” is hereby amended as follows: 33

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(C)  Parking and storage. This subsection identifies the types of vehicles that 1 
may be parked or stored within the agricultural and rural districts, and 2 
associated regulations. Vehicles may be parked or stored only as an 3 
accessory use to a permanent dwelling, except that construction and 4 
agricultural vehicles and equipment may be stored on unimproved land as 5 
provided herein.  6 

(1)  Generally. All vehicles and equipment parked or stored as provided for 7 
herein must be registered to a permanent, full-time resident of the 8 
premises unless otherwise provided, be operable and capable of 9 
immediate use unless being repaired pursuant to subsection (B) of this 10 
section, and all vehicles must have a current, valid registration and 11 
associated department of highway safety and motor vehicles license 12 
plate where license plates are required by law. Additionally, none of the 13 
provisions of this subsection shall be construed to allow the parking or 14 
storage of any vehicle or equipment upon any drainage swale abutting 15 
a street, or within any street right-of-way or easement, except as 16 
specifically provided for the storage of construction equipment.  17

(3)  Agricultural vehicles and equipment. Parking and Sstorage of vehicles 19 
and equipment necessary for conducting a permissible agricultural or 20 
equestrian use is permitted on the plot upon which they are used; 21 
provided that the vehicles and equipment are registered to an owner or 22 
lessee of said plot at the address of the plot, except in the case of 23 
equestrian boarding operations that allow boarders to keep their 24 
equestrian transports on the plot. The aggregate capacity of equestrian 25 
transports shall not exceed the number of stables or horses kept on the 26 
property, whichever is greater. Agricultural vehicles and equipment may 27 
be stored anywhere within a plot without the need for screening or 28 
enclosure, and with no limitation on quantity.  Unless otherwise 29 
provided herein, the parking and storage of vehicles and equipment 30 
that are not used predominantly on the farm operation is prohibited.   31

(J)  Farm, and plant nursery retail sales and tree nursery-site display and 33 
sales (commercial and noncommercial).  34 

(1) On-premise sales and display for farms and noncommercial 35 
farms are limited to farm products grown, raised or cultivated 36

On-premise sales and display for nurseries that 5 
are farms are limited to plants grown or cultivated on the plot 6 
where they are being displayed or sold, and to accessory on-7 
premise sales and display of related landscaping materials that 8 
are customarily incidental to such plant sales and display, and 9 
that are an integral part of the landscape or hardscape, or are 10 
tools used to install landscaping and hardscaping. The display of 11 
incidental landscape materials must be screened from the view 12 
of adjacent streets and properties. 13 

a.  By way of example, the following are classified as 14 
incidental materials: stepping stones, river rocks, railroad 15 
ties, ponds, mulch, topsoil, fertilizer, and tree-bracing kits.  16 

b.  By way of example, the following are not incidental 17 
materials: lawn furniture, including benches and picnic 18 
tables, gazebos, decorative fountains, statues, recreational 19 
and playground equipment, pools and hot tubs, household 20 
goods, and rugs.  21 

c. The outdoor display of incidental landscape materials must 22 
be screened from the view of adjacent properties.  23

(3)  Plant nNew nurseries may be established on the same plot as a 25 
single-family dwelling and or on plots without single-family 26 
dwellings that have legal access to one of the following 27 
roadways: 28 

1. Griffin Road 29 
2. Sheridan Street 30

5. Dykes Road 33 
6. SW 172nd Avenue 34 
7. US 27 35 

(4) Any new plant nursery not authorized in paragraph (3) above is 36 
permitted only under the following circumstances: 37

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES, 3 
FLORIDA PERTAINING TO THE REGULATION OF 4 
NONRESIDENTIAL FARM BUILDINGS, FARM FENCES AND SIGNS; 5 
AMENDING THE TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES UNIFIED LAND 6 
DEVELOPMENT CODE (“ULDC”) BY AMENDING SECTION 15-080; 7 
AMENDING SECTION 45-050, “AGRICULTURAL AND RURAL 8 
DISTRICTS” TO PROVIDE THAT COMMERCIAL EQUESTRIAN USES 9 
ARE A PERMITTED ACCESSORY USE TO A SINGLE FAMILY 10 
DWELLING EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2020; PROVIDING FOR 11 
CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR 12 
SEVERABILITY; AND, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 13 

WHEREAS, the Town of Southwest Ranches (“Town”) was founded to preserve 14 

its rural character and the rural lifestyle of its residents;  15 

WHEREAS, the Town finds it necessary to update its ULDC to comport with 16 

recent court decisions regarding the Town’s ability to regulate nonresidential farm 17 

buildings pursuant to Chapter 604.50, F.S., as may be amended from time to time;  18 

WHEREAS, the Town further finds it necessary to ensure that the intent of 19 

Chapter 604.50 is complied with while preserving its ability to enforce its zoning code to 20 

the extent permitted by state law; and 21 

WHEREAS, the Town deems it necessary to preserve the residential character 22 

of the Agricultural and Rural Districts by amending Section 45-050 to prevent a newly 23 

established commercial equestrian operation from eliminating an existing single-family 24 

residential use by virtue of the Town’s limited ability to regulate nonresidential farm 25 

buildings.  26 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE 27 
TOWN OF SOUTHWEST RANCHES, FLORIDA: 28 
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Section 1.  The foregoing "WHEREAS" clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed 1 

as being true and correct, and are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof. 2 

Section 2.  Section 15-080, “Farms” is hereby amended as follows: 3 

Section 15-080, Farms “Nonresidential farm buildings, farm fences and 4 

signs” 5 

(A) Generally. In the event of conflict between any provision of this 6 

chapter and F.S. § 604.50, which pertains to nonresidential farm buildings, 7 

farm fences and farm signs, F.S. § 604.50, shall prevail.  8 

(B) Definitions.  As used in this section, the following terms are defined as 9 

follows: 10 

 (1) “Bona fide agricultural purposes.”   The term bona fide agricultural purposes 11 

means good faith commercial agricultural use of the land.  In determining whether the 12 

use of the land for agricultural purposes is bona fide, the following factors may be 13 

taken into consideration: 14 

 a. The length of time the land has been so used. 15 

 b. Whether the use has been continuous. 16 

 c. The purchase price paid. 17 

 d. Size, as it relates to specific agricultural use, but a minimum acreage may 18 

not be required for agricultural assessment. 19 

 e. Whether an indicated effort has been made to care sufficiently and 20 

adequately for the land in accordance with accepted commercial agricultural practices, 21 

including, without limitation, fertilizing, liming, tilling, mowing, reforesting, and other 22 

accepted agricultural practices. 23 

 f. Whether the land is under lease and, if so, the effective length, terms, and 24 

conditions of the lease. 25 

 g. Such other factors as may become applicable. 26 
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 h. Offering property for sale does not constitute a primary use of land and may 1 

not be the basis for denying an agricultural classification if the land continues to be 2 

used primarily for bona fide agricultural purposes while it is being offered for sale. 3 

(2)  “Farm sign.”   The term farm sign means a sign erected, used, or 4 

maintained on a farm by the owner or lessee of the farm which relates solely to 5 

farm produce, merchandise, or services sold, produced, manufactured, or 6 

furnished on the farm. 7 

 (3) “Nonresidential farm building.”   The term nonresidential farm 8 

building means any temporary or permanent building or support structure that is 9 

classified as a nonresidential farm building on a farm, is used primarily for 10 

agricultural purposes, is located on land that is an integral part of a farm 11 

operation or is classified as agricultural land under F.S. 193.461, and is not 12 

intended to be used as a residential dwelling. The term may include, but is not 13 

limited to, a barn, greenhouse, shade house, storage building, or poultry house. 14 

(B) Noncommercial farm buildings and structures.  15 

(1) In all zoning categories, any property owner proposing to erect a 16 

noncommercial, nonresidential farm building or roofed farm structure, which is 17 

not in accordance with F.S. § 604.50, as may be amended from time to time, 18 

that would deviate from the applicable plot coverage, setback and/or height 19 

regulations of this chapter, shall comply with the procedures and requirements 20 

of article 155, "Noncommercial farm special exceptions."  21 

(2) Any property owner that erected a nonresidential farm building or 22 

roofed farm structure as of July 1, 2013, which is not in accordance with F.S. § 23 

604.50, as may be amended from time to time, or which no longer meets the 24 

legal requirements of F.S. § 604.50, as may be amended from time to time, is 25 

required to comply with the procedures and requirements of section 155-070, 26 
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"Existing structures", prior to the issuance of any permit. Such compliance shall 1 

include, but may not be limited to, recording a deed restriction in the public 2 

records of Broward County, Florida, in a form and format approved by the town 3 

attorney, restricting the use of the noncommercial, nonresidential farm 4 

buildings and/or roofed farm structures to bona fide agricultural purposes, and 5 

acknowledging the requirements as contained in subsection 155-070(D), as 6 

may be amended from time to time. Such deed restriction shall be removed in 7 

the event that the noncommercial, nonresidential farm buildings and/or roofed 8 

farm structure has been legally converted to an alternative use in accordance 9 

with this chapter.  10 

(C) Except as provided in subsection (B), within ninety (90) days of any 11 

plot or portion thereof ceasing to be a farm as defined in section 010-030, all 12 

farm buildings and structures shall be made to comply with the requirements of 13 

this chapter.  14 

(C)  Floodplain development permits.  Nothing in this section precludes a 15 

property owner from obtaining a floodplain development permit when the 16 

nonresidential farm building, farm sign or fence is proposed to be built within a 17 

local, state or federal floodplain.  The property owner or his agent shall consult 18 

with the Town before building or expanding such structures to determine 19 

whether a floodplain development permit is needed for the proposed building 20 

or expansion.   21 

(D)  Effect of agricultural classification by property appraiser.  A building 22 

permit shall not be required to construct or to expand a nonresidential farm 23 

building when either the property appraiser has classified the property as 24 

agricultural pursuant to F.S. 193.461 or the property is capable of obtaining an 25 

agricultural tax exemption pursuant to F.S. 193.461.  26 
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(1)  A denial or repeal of an agricultural tax classification by the property 1 

appraiser shall require the property owner to retroactively apply for a building 2 

permit within five (5) years for an existing nonresidential farm building, farm sign 3 

or fence. 4 

(E)  A nonresidential farm building, farm sign or fence that is no longer 5 

used for bona fide agricultural purposes shall be required to obtain a building 6 

permit before any modification, alteration, or expansion is made.  7 

(F)  A nonresidential farm building shall be encouraged to comply with the 8 

Town’s recommended building setbacks to avoid the creation of a nuisance, 9 

conflicts with adjacent and abutting property owners, stormwater management 10 

and drainage impacts.   11 

Section 3.  Article 45, “Agricultural and Rural Districts,” Section 045-050, 12 

“Permitted and Prohibited Uses is hereby amended as follows:   13 

Sec. 045-050. – Permitted, accessory, conditional, special exception and 14
