The Board should consider whether to eliminate the restriction that commercial and office
development must not exceed 20% of the area designated US Highway 27 Business. This limitation
was necessary at the time that the Town created the US 27 category but is no longer necessary due
to changes in the Broward County Land Use Plan.

In order to allow some of the uses the Board has indicated it would not object to, the following uses
would need to be added to the list of permitted uses in the C-plan:

dental labs.

industrial labs on a case-by-case basis.

trade and vocational schools.

cemeteries and mausoleums.
