Who’s Eligible? Age 65+, First Responders (credentials required) and those with high-risk medical 

conditions (requires order from your healthcare provider if you are under age 65) 

Appointment Required? YES – there are three ways to make an appointment: 

1. Visit Cleveland Clinic MyChart to create an account 

2. Or, If you are age 65+, you can register online here 

3. Or, you can call Cleveland Clinic Weston at 954-659-5950, Monday through Friday, 7AM-6PM 

and Saturday, 8AM-Noon; the phone line is closed on Sunday
