encompasses
because there are countless
ways that our unique way of life
can be diminished over time.
However, one of the most cen-
tral elements that we need to
protect is our open space.

We have seen recently where a
large property, normally being
considered for purchase by a
developer, attempts to reduce
the minimum lot sizes to a sin-
gle acre, by requesting a differ-
ent zoning. This not only takes
away from the potential open
space but, more than that, it can
create a potential domino effect
where neighboring property
owners may move to reduce
their property size as well.

[ strongly believe this is not in
the best long-term interest of
our Town, and it is one of the
more direct assaults on our Ru-
ral Lifestyle. To help ensure this
does not happen in the future, I
have requested the Legal De-
partment put together wording
to be discussed by the Compre-
hensive Planning Board and
then by the Town Council that
will not allow properties to
change zoning to higher densi-
ty, unless it is already complete-
ly surrounded on all sides by
that density. It will not restrict
individuals from sub dividing

their properties to the mini-
mum allowed in that zoning.
That is only fair as residents
bought  these  properties
knowing they could be subdi-
vided. In many cases, they are
subdivided for other family
members to live in. That is
part of the rights we all have,
and it needs to be protected.

However, to change the zon- °

ing so 2 net acre properties
(zoned Rural Ranches) can
then be turned into one net
acre properties (zoned Rural
Estates), or that Community
Facility zoned properties can
be zoned as one acre, even
where it is adjacent to Rural
Ranches properties, is just an-
other way that our open space
is lost. I believe that we need
to protect those areas of Town

that are Rural Ranches and |

ensure the 2 net acre mini-
mum is protected.

This will have a significant
amount of debate, as it should.
As always, [ want to hear your
thoughts and if this can be
improved, [ am all for that as
well. However, I believe this is
key element of preserving our
Rural Lifestyle, and it is criti-
cal so future generations of
Ranchers can enjoy the same
lifestyle that we currently en-
joy.

It is my sincere honor to serve
you and to enjoy this beautiful
Town of Southwest Ranches
along side you.

There are a few items [ would like to cover
in this month's column.

Given the positive resident response to
join a Southwest Ranches citizen advisory
board, the Town Council decided to ex-
pand some of the boards to create new
opportunities to serve. The Town's six ad-
visory boards now have 46 residents seat-
ed on the boards, of which, there were 11
new advisory board members appointed.
These new members add a wealth of per-
sonal and professional experience to the
boards. These folks will go thru a learn-
Ing curve as they ramp up on their new
board's purpose and any Council directed
activities.

If you are interested in possibly serving
next year, this is a good time to learn
about these boards as the new members
are coming up to speed on the boards’
subject areas and responsibilities. For
more information on the advisory boards,
go to the Advisory Board Tab on the
Town's homepage (www.southwestranch-
es.org), for the monthly board meeting
schedules, see the Calendar Tab too.

These advisory board meetings, like all
Town meetings are public, held on Zoom
(for now), and are generally attended by
the Mayor and Council.

Concerning COVID-19, as of this writing,
during the second week of February, 605
SWR residents or about 7% of our com-
munity have tested positive for COVID-19.
The Broward rate is about 9.3% and the
state-wide rate is about 8%. The same info
reviewed also indicates that Florida's new
cases are slowly coming down. The death
rate has come down to low double-digit

' counts in February with 9 being reported

on 2/q.
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The good news is that there are vaccines

available, with more forecasted to be-

come available in the next few weeks.
More facilities are also coming online to
distribute and administer the vaccine. To

date, in Broward, 177,000 people have

been vaccinated.
The CDC has just published research that

suggests that when a person “double i

masks” -- wearing a polypropylene surgi-
cal mask with a cloth mask on top -- and

the people around them did the same, the -

risk of transmitting the virus falls more
than 95%. [ now wear two masks when [
go to the store.

Please do what's best for you and your
family, stay safe, and follow the CDC
guidelines.

“Have you been flocked?" That's a ques-
tion being asked all over Town right now.

Unfortunately, due to current restrictions

on social gatherings, it has been a chal-
lenging year for the SWR School and Ed-
ucation Advisory Board to hit their fund-

ing goals for this wonderful and very im- |

portant cause. To meet the challenge, the
Board has developed a clever fundraiser.

Flock your friends to benefit the SWR

scholarship fund. This is a fun, safe way
to help raise scholarship money. As of Feb
8th, thirty-eight families have been
flocked raising over $3300 in about a
week.

The mailbox is
not a drive-by, however it is
conveniently located next to
the curb for ease of use and
security. Also, we have a flag
retirement box next to it that
is from a Boy Scout Eagle
project, so if you have any old
flags you want to properly
dispose of, bring them here.

Unfortunately, over the years
our Town has experienced
mail theft from our residen-
tial mailboxes. Thanks to Da-
vie's finest police officers
some of the violators have
been apprehended. This new
mailbox will enable residents
to mail their bills, cards, cor-
respondence, etc. with ease of
mind that you will not get
from using your own mail-

!< boxes. The only other mailbox
, near our Town that I am

aware of is located in Regency

Square shopping center next to
Publix, which is in the Town of
Davie. As most residents are
aware mailboxes are getting
harder and harder to find due
to removal by the Post Office
because of theft. Even at the
Post Office a person has to go
inside the building to mail a
letter.

I urge all residents to use this
new location in our Town to
mail items. As [ drive around
Town in different neighbor-
hoods, I am sometimes shocked
by seeing the broken residen-
tial mailboxes with several
days’ worth of mail overflow-
ing sometimes on the ground
surrounding the box.

Southwest Ranches Fire Rescue has purchased new automated external
defibrillator (AED’s) to better the patient care in Southwest Ranches.
The Town Staff and Council recognized the need and wanted the best
for our residents.

The AED's are used to help those that are experiencing sudden cardiac
arrest. Itis a sophisticated device that can analyze the heart rhythm and
when warranted deliver an electrical shock or defibrillation to help the
heart re-establish an effective rhythm.

Sudden cardiac arrest is one of the leading causes of death in the United
States. In fact, more than 350,000 people will suffer a cardiac arrest
this year.

FACTS ABOUT CPR

* Sudden cardiac arrest is the leading cause of death in adults. Most
arrests occur in persons with underlying heart disease.

¢ CPR doubles a person's chance of survival from sudden cardiac
arrest.

* 75% of all cardiac arrests happen in people's homes.
* The typical victim of cardiac arrest is @ man in his early 60's and a

woman in her late 60's.

* Cardiac arrest occurs twice as frequently in men compared to
women.

* CPR was invented in 1960.

* There has never been a case of HIV transmitted by mouth-to-mouth
CPR.

* In sudden cardiac arrest the heart goes from a normal heartbeat to a
quivering rhythm called ventricular fibrillation (VF). This happens in
approximately 2/3rds of all cardiac arrests. VF is fatal unless an electric
shock, called defibrillation, can be given. CPR does not stop VF, but
CPR extends the window of time in which defibrillation can be effective.

* GPR provides a trickle of oxygenated blood to the brain and heart and
keeps these organs alive until defibrillation can shock the heart into a
normal rhythm.

 If CPR is started within 4 minutes of collapse and defibrillation
provided within 10 minutes a person has a 40% chance of survival.

WARNING SIGNS MAY INCLUDE:

* Ghest discomfort pressure in the chest area
(some have described it feels like an elephant is sitting on my chest).

* Pain radiating down one or both arms.
* Back, neck, stomach, teeth, or jaw pain.
Keep in mind everyone presents differently.
