Dear Residents,

Summer is almost here. While many
of you may be getting ready for the
beach and vacations, I urge you to
remember that June 1st is the official
start of Hurricane Season. Now is
the perfect time to begin your prep-
arations to protect your families and
your property.

Two of the most important things
you can do before the start of hur-
ricane season is prepare an emer-
gency kit, and develop a family
communications plan. The emer-
gency kit is a basic kit of items your
household may need in the event of
an emergency. This would include
having enough food, water, and
other supplies to last for at least 72
hours. Don't forget your pets in
these plans - they'll need plenty of
water and food during this period as
well. Remember it could take days
for rescue workers to reach every-
one.

Another important aspect of your
hurricane preparedness efforts
should be the development of a fam-
ily communications plan. When a
hurricane strikes, your entire family
may not be together. How will you
contact each other? It's important to
plan how you will contact each oth-
er under different situations. You
may want even want to identify a
friend or relative who lives out-of-
state for family members to serve as
a communication collection point.
Consider using text messaging or
other messaging apps available on
your smart phones as these may still

operate when network disruptions
occur. While the weather is pleas-
ant, please visit FEMA's sponsored
website (www.ready.gov) to learn
more about preparing emergency
kits and making a family communi-
cations plan.

Lastly, the Town Council recently

discussed the issue of large
businesses operating within
residential communities in our

Town. These types of businesses
impact the surrounding community
by increasing traffic, degrading our
roads, and generating increased
trash. While we have provisions of
the Town Code to address these
issues, we are considering a more
proactive approach to address those
violators. As your Mayor, I would
love to know your thoughts about
this.

OK, well, we do have one
more item to accomplish or more
than just our cares could be
carried away with the wind. That,
of course, is our preparation for
hurricane season.

Inside this addition of the Rancher
are a number articles that will
assist in reminding you of the
essentials of preparation for a
hurricane. I will not rehash them
here. I just ask that you set aside
a small portion of your upcoming
weekend to do some Dbasic
preparations. By this I mean
consider doing the two following
tasks which really are quick, easy
and can provide a peace of mind
as we head into the summer.

First go shopping! Come on, when
was the last time someone had to
talk you into going shopping?
But in this case, we are picking
up the basics for a storm, the
water, canned goods, batteries,
fuel, (if it can be stored safely)
and other storm related items
that you may need. Right now
the store has them all, unlike
later when we are in the middle
of a storm warning.

Second, take 5§ minutes and get



the family together and run
through the plan for a storm.
Know the plan for preparing your
home and know the plan for
where the safe room is in your
house and where all of your
supplies are stored. Take a few
minutes to go over how that plan
will all come together for your
family. My kids are grown and
out of the house, but when they
were young, we had fun going
over our plan, everyone with a
job. Before we started, I just knew
that I had everything covered,
but
inevitably had a list of things to

when we were done, I

do, to really be ready. It is a great
exercise.

So, enjoy your summer. You have
earned it. But don't forget these
two final steps before you throw
your cares to the wind!

DEVELOPMENT or
OPEN SPACE?
The Council has had a lot of recent
discussion on Town (Public) owned
property and what we should do with
it. Presently the property being dis-
cussed is in the heart of Town on Grif-
fin Road and SW 163 Ave. It is a five
acre site that borders the Southwest
Meadows Sanctuary Park. The recent
Council discussion has been to do
something with it, the problem with
that is “what™ The Council recently
tasked all the Advisory Boards with
recommendations for uses on the
property. The majority of Boards were
not in favor of developing the prop-
erty for anything other than a Town
purpose. The consensus seemed to me
that the property should benefit the
Southwest Meadow’s Park whenever it
will be brought to fruition. The five
acre parcel currently costs less than
$1500 dollars to maintain annually
(mowing).

A common concern that came out of
discussions at these Advisory Board
meetings was that it only required 3
affirmative votes to sell Town proper-
ty. Most residents were shocked
that it was that easy to do. Be-
cause it is so easy I am proposing to
amend the Town Charter two ways:

« A Charter Amendment that would
require the unanimous vote of the
Town Council when seeking to modi-
fy a property’s land use from a Rural
or Estate Land Use designation to any
other land use category.

« A Charter Amendment that would
require the unanimous vote of the
Town Council and a referendum elec-
tion to sell or to enter into a lease
agreement greater than ten (10)
years, including any renewals there-
of, for any Town owned property, ex-
cluding rights of way, property that
was not specifically acquired for re-
sale or lease purposes, and property
that was acquired via foreclosure.

I believe it is better to require more
Council agreement on something this
important. This will be brought to the
Council for discussion in June. If the
Town Council agrees with these
changes, they then will go on the bal-
lot for voter approval at the next elec-
tion in 2018.

[ feel very strongly about this because
once you have sold, leased, or changed
the land use the property will be gone
FOREVER. Open space and rural char-
acter is what defines us and is one of
the primary reasons all of us came
here in the first place. My job as a
Council Member is to protect that ru-
ral lifestyle and I took an oath of office
and pledged to do that.

Our Town is special and we fought re-
ally hard to make it this way. Future
Town Councils years from now may be
tempted to sell public land. This prop-
erty will be even more attractive as
time goes on. These Charter Amend-
ments, if passed will make it very dif-
ficult to sell Town land and help pre-
serve our open space and parks. [ need
your support for approval of the
Amendments to be put on the ballot.
Please call or write your Council Mem-
ber with your opinion, after all it's our
future we are talking about.

To be eligible for a reward:

The
telephones are answered 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

You may remain anonymous. You will not be required to testify in court. You may or may
not be contacted for additional information, depending on your preference. It is important to
report violations as soon as possible and provide as much detail as you can about the
physical descriptions of violators, vehicles, license tag numbers, etc.

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EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS
FOR RESIDENTS AT RISK

Before an emergency threatens, all Broward County residents should have a
plan in place to help ensure their safety, including those who have disabili-
ties and/or health issues that put them at risk in an emergency. All resi-
dents should be prepared before basic services such as water, gas, electric-
ity or telephones are cut off for an extended period of time.

There are many resources on this website and in your community to assist
you. If you are unable to prepare an emergency plan for yourself, ask a fam-
ily member or friend to help you. Before a weather emergency or other di-
saster strikes, you should know what you need to do and where you need to
g0 to be "Ready. Set. Safe". Follow this simple five-step plan.

SHELTER OPTIONS

* Seek emergency preparedness and response advice from your local, state
and federal government, and community organizations. Find out what emer-
gency plans are in place in your community and workplace, and with your
service providers. See if those plans accommodate your special needs.
Visit Broward.org/Hurricane for general preparedness information from Bro-
ward County, or ReadySouthFlorida.org.

* Talk to your physician or health care provider about a realistic plan for your
safety. Know what you can and can't do and medicines you need to remain
healthy.

* If you undergo routine treatments administered by a physician's office,
clinic or hospital (such as dialysis), are a home healthcare client, or require
oxygen supplies, call your service provider to discuss their plans for continu-
ing service to you in an emergency.

* Consider your sheltering options and decide on a sheltering plan that is
appropriate for your needs. You should have a plan, even if your plan is to
shelter at home. Shelters do not require pre-registration, but it is encour-
aged.

PRE-REGISTER FOR
IMPORTANT SERVICES

. Regrsterwrth Broward Countys Vulnerable Populatlon Regrstry Thrs regrs—
try allows people who are disabled, frail or have health issues to register in
advance with their city so that emergency workers may plan a better re-
sponse to vulnerable residents in a recovery effort following a hurricane or
other emergency.

You can change your plans without notice if you make other arrangements.

* Pre-register for evacuation transportation if you think you may need it. As
with shelter registration, you are not obligated to take advantage of the ser-
vice if your plans change. To pre-register, call Broward County Emergency
Management at 954-831-3902 (TTY 954-831-3940) or complete the regis-
tration form online.

MAKE ARRANGEMENTS FOR ANIMALS

* Service animals are permitted in General Population Shelters so long as
the pet meets the requirements under Federal law. Visit ADA Requirements
for Service Animals for additional information. However, a Pet Friendly Shel-
ter is available for residents owning pets, not considered a service animal,
and are living in evacuation areas or mobile homes.

* |f you have a service animal, make sure the animal has a collar with iden-
tification. In your shelter kit, have proof that the animal's vaccinations are up
to date, and a copy of written instructions for your animal's care. You are
responsible for caring for your service animal during your stay in a shelter.

* Make other arrangements for any pets you may have, as pets other than
service animals cannot be accommodated in the shelters.

* Broward County has one Pet-Friendly Shelter at Millennium Middle School
in Tamarac. Pre-registration of pets is required, and owners are expected to
shelter with their pets and provide care for them. Call 954-989-3977, and
press 7, or visit humanebroward.com.

* Keep ample supplies of prescription and non-prescription medications on
hand, especially during hurricane season, June 1 through November 30.
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A family preparedness kit is one of the most important tools at
your disposal to keep your family safe in a disaster.

@ Drinking Water: At least one gallon, per person, per day for five
days (preferably for two weeks). Extra water is needed for food
preparation and personal hygiene. Use food-grade containers
to store drinking water. You can use clean, airtight containers
such as two-liter soda jugs, but no milk containers. If you re-
use disposable plastic bottles do not keep them more than a
month.

@ Food: At least enough for five days, including nonperishable
packaged or canned food, canned or shelf milk, cereal, snack
foods, etc.

@ A five-day supply or
more of special items
such as formula,
food, wipes, diapers
for babies, and
special foods for the
elderly; toiletries and
extra toilet paper

@ Manual can opener/
bottle opener

Develop a Hurricane Plan
Follow these steps to create a family hurricane plan.

ol Charge your cell phones, ensure you have a car charger
@ Fill up your vehicles with gas

@ IMPORTANT: Trim your trees and vegetation early in the season.
Do not trim trees when a storm is eminent. These items can be
missiles during a storm and can cause severe damage or worse!

o] Keep documents in a sealed plastic bag.

@ Storm proof your home. Assess your home for vulnerable
areas by doing a structure and property evaluation.

@ Just as every home should have a smoke alarm, every
home should have an emergency supply kit packed and
ready. Being prepared doesn’t have to cost money.

@ Document Assets... Make a visual and written record of
your assets for insurance purposes. Also, photograph the
interior and exterior of your home.

@ Turn off circuit breakers before the power goes. Leave
one circuit breaker on with a lamp so you will know when power
is restored.

@ If possible, purchase a generator and an ample supply of fuel to
power the generator in the event of power outages. Safely store
your generator outside when running it. Do not run your

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generator in an enclosed area.

@ Please remember to prepare ahead for your medical needs such
as dialysis, insulin, oxygen, and any prescription drugs.

@ The emergency refill law now allows you to obtain a
30-day supply of medications when an emergency is
announced. Pregnant women who are two weeks from
their due date, at high risk, or otherwise concerned should
contact their physician.

¥ Make a plan for your pets and animals.

DURING THE STORM<

Once the storm arrives, there are some additional measures you
can take to keep everyone as safe as possible.

@ Remain calm

] Stay indoors in a secure location, or your “safe room”. The
strongest part of a house is usually away from windows and
exterior doors.

@ Place towels along window sills and at the bottom of the
door heading outside to keep water from coming in.

¥ Use flashlights, not candles or kerosene lamps, during the
storm.

¥ Elevate valuables to table tops or higher places if flooding
occurs.

@ Be aware that tornados can appear anytime during a
hurricane. Monitor your local radio stations and if a tornado
warning is issued, take cover in an interior hallway or “safe
room.”

] Stay indoors till the storm has passed. A calm period at the
eye of the storm may cause some people to think the storm
has passed. Remain indoors until the news stations say it is
safe to move about the area.

A If your house starts to break apart, cover yourself with a
mattress. If your safe room is a bathroom with a bathtub, get
in the tub under a mattress.

@ Use the phone for urgent calls only. Don’t use your phone
if you hear thunder.

AFTER THE STORM

Some of the greatest hurricane dangers present themselves after
the storm has passed. Keep these important tips in mind:
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@ Treat all downed power lines as if they were live. If a power line is
sparking or arcing, stay away call 911, if possible.

@ Walk cautiously and avoid standing water, which may hide
downed power lines or hazardous objects.

@ Don't venture out in the dark because you may not see a power
line that could still be energized.

@ Do not drive unless it is an emergency. If power is out, traffic
lights will not be working, stop signs and street signs may have
blown away. Streets will be littered with debris. Treat each
intersection as a four way stop.

No one can guarantee where your horse will be safe The decision is
yours. If you cannot make your property safe because of the
condition of the barn, trees, power lines, low lying land prone to
flooding, or general condition of the neighboring properties, plan on
evacuating your horse at least 48 hours before the storm.

@ Review all tips provided and implement as many as possible.
@ Remove tools and loose objects.
@ Board up barn windows

@ Whether you decide to keep your animals in the barn, the
pasture, or trailer them out of the area, it is very important that
you have them haltered, preferably with a leather halter, and
have them well identified.

@ Attach a fetlock or mare band to your horse with your
contact information written in permanent ink on the band.

@ Place the horse’s identification and contact information on a
waterproof luggage tag and braid it close to the base of the
horse’s tail.

@ Attach identification and contact information to the halter.
Secure it tightly in a plastic bag and affix it to the halter with
packing tape.

@ If your horse is
tattooed or has a
microchip, make
sure that the
ownership
information is current
in the registration
database.

o] Spray paint your area code and telephone number on the side
of the animal in a contrasting color. Use acrylic paint because it
should wear off in 1-2 weeks.

¥ Shut off electricity to the barn before the storm. Unplug any
appliances inside the barn so that they will not become
energized by an electrical surge due to a lightning strike.
This minimizes the chances of a fire.

...As pet owners we need to make preparations for our four-legged
family members.

HORSE SUPPLIES:
Water: 12 gallons of water per horse per day.

Food: Be sure you have adequate supplies of hay and grain prior to
the storm. You may not be able to get out for several days or longer.
Grain should be stored in water proof containers, and if possible be
up off the floor. Hay should be at least 2 feet off the floor and
covered well, in the event of leaks.

PERSONAL PROPERTY

It is important to take photos of damaged areas and possessions.
Make temporary repairs to protect your home or property from
further damage. Cover holes in the roof or walls with plywood and
use heavy-duty plastic to cover broken windows. Keep records, bills
and paid invoices until your insurance representative visits. Notify
your insurance agent as soon as possible. If you have a downed
tree in your yard, and it is not blocking a road, and has not downed
a power line, it is your responsibility to remove the tree. Downed
trees on private properties are the responsibility of the homeowner.
Clean up the premises and remove debris within the time limits
imposed by the Town and FEMA if applicable.
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Once winds exceed 40 mph, garbage trucks are taken off the
regular collection routes to protect the drivers. After the storm, as
s00n as roads are accessible, a first priority is to collect raw
garbage. Solid Waste Systems (SWS), the Town'’s contracted hauler
will collect garbage on the regular scheduled days.

Raw garbage poses a public health threat
because bacteria and odor can attract
scavenging animals. Do not place
your raw garbage with hurricane
generated debris. The second priority
will be working with the Florida
Department of Community Affairs
and FEMA for removal of storm-
related debris

1. Separate hurricane vegetative and structural debris items.

2. Debris must be in front of your residence or it will not be
removed.

. Do not place debris near power poles.

. Do not obstruct fire wells and hydrants with debris.

. Do not place debris on utility boxes.

. Place debris away from mailboxes.

Once again the Hurricane Season is rapidly approaching. This article serves as a
refresher to current residents and informational to our new residents in regards to the
do’s and don’ts that our residents need to know:

“DO’s”’

1). The removal of excessive branches and trees limbs, which can damage your
residence, is one of the many precautions T
that one needs to be aware of and take
action prior to the Hurricane Season.
After all we are a “Tree City USA”
designated municipality, which makes us
a very unique Town. We are very proud
of our trees, but at the same time they
can be detrimental to your property and
possibly to adjacent properties as well.

2). Placement of cuttings wunder the 4 = 2
guidelines of bulk is also encouraged. One must remember that the maximurrm armount
allowed per bulk pickup date is 712 cubic yards. If you are including household items
as part of the pickup, they must be counted towards the maximum allowed. In addition,
the branches cannot be larger than 4-0O” in length or our contractor will not be able to
provide a pickup.

3). Adhere to the correct collection date and week. As a reminder, bulk can be
placed out for pickup on the Saturday prior to collection week. Any items that are placed
before this date may be subjected to warnings and possible fines.

“DON’TS*’

1). DO NOT wait until we are under a Hurricane Watch or Warning to begin any
yvard work that would require a bulk pickup. The date may not coincide with the
collection date or week and the Town will not provide a special pickup to collect these
items. The items will remain in place creating flying debris that will damage your
property and others.

2). DO NOT KILL THE TREES — many times in an effort to prevent damage to our
properties we tend to cut the trees too much during cutting, creating a hatrack scenario.
Hat racking occurs when we cut more that 20% of the original tree canopy. This type of
action is illegal and you will be cited accordingly. There is even the possibility that you
will be required to install a replacement tree or more on the property.

Code Enforcement works with all residents to make sure that all their needs are met.
In addition, let’s have a safe. not sorrv Hurricane Season. We all depend on your help

to keep our trees and to protect our neighbor’s properties.
