Another year is 
almost over and it 
is time to look 
back and see what 

we have accomplished in our Town. I 
believe the most important thing that 
is going to happen, is by the time you 
get this newsletter we will be without 
our present Town Engineer Willie 
Nabong.  He has accepted a position 
which was a great opportunity and is 
closer to his home.  When he started 
working for our Town he lived in a 
city in northern Florida with the 
intention of moving to Southwest 
Ranches as soon as possible.  But his 
family decided not to make the 
transition down south.   His last day 
was December 13th, so I wished him 
good luck and expressed to him that 
he has done a good job for our Town 
while he has been here, so let’s wish 
him good luck on his new position.

Now for some good news!  We have 
been moving right along with the 
building of Fishing Hole Park located 
on Griffin Road and 190th Avenue.  
We have completed the playground, 
parking lot, and part of the horse 
trail.  We hope to start laying the 
grass this week, the bid has been done 
for the construction of the bathroom 
and we hope to award it soon, the 
pavilion is scheduled to be installed 
soon. We have a company working on 
the south end of the park removing 
most of the trees in the area.  Future 
plans call for a small lake, building 
equestrian facilities, and a horse trail. 
There are two acres of land in the 
middle of the park that have been set-
aside as wetlands and must remain 
undisturbed. On the remaining land

We also 
were able to have our emergency 
generator installed.

Equestrian Park :

Completion of the Sunshine Ranches 
Equestrian Park in 2005 was the result of 
years of dedication, with many individu-
als and multiple agencies working to-
gether.  Well received by residents and 
visitors, this undeniably lovely park has 
been our “go-to” location for Town events 
and has received much recognition and 
praise – even garnering an Emerald 
Award from Broward County in 2012.  

Since the earliest planning stages, how-
ever, one elusive element has remained 
incomplete: trail access from Thorough-
bred Lane.  

As a link connecting the park with neigh-
borhoods in the northeastern area of 
Town, a trail access at the south end of 
Thoroughbred Lane was intended to pro-
vide walkers and riders with a safer, 
more convenient route to the park than 
what exists on Stirling Road.  (As one of 
only two connections to the Volunteer 
Road trail—West Palomino being the oth-
er—from the north, Stirling Road repre-
sented a far less desirable route due to 
busy intersections, deep canal, and little 
ridable area.  Thus, riders have been 

forced to use alternate routes to connect 
to the Volunteer Trail for access into the 
park. 

Through years of planning and effort, 
staff has worked to provide trail access 
into the park from Thoroughbred Lane.  
Grant funding from the Florida Recre-
ation Development Assistance Program 
provided a beautiful gate in 2008, but be-
cause the park abuts private property, 
adjacent parcel owners’ permission was 
necessary.  Through the years, permis-
sion has been sought but never granted 
by various owners of the property.  

In 2013, Mr. and Mrs. Vern and Marie 
Nix agreed to provide the privilege of ac-
cess over their private land under a spe-
cial Agreement.  We now proudly and 
gratefully announce that the park’s 
Northeast Entrance is open for use by pe-
destrians and equestrians!

We owe a debt of gratitude to these 
neighbors and friends for supporting the 
Town’s needs and providing access 
through their property.  It is important to 
note that the land is still privately-
owned.  Therefore, as trail users, it is in 
our best interests to use the access re-

sponsibly.  Please follow these tips to en-
sure continued use of the trail access: 

•	 Trail access is for equestrians/		
	 pedestrian use only.

• 	No parking or vehicular access of any 	
	 sort from Thoroughbred Lane.  
	 (Vehicles must access the park via the 	
	 main entrance at 5840 Volunteer 	
	 Road—violators may be towed.)

• 	Animals must be under control at all 	
	 times.

• 	Be considerate: do not litter. 

• 	Please use the trail responsibly.  Ride 	
	 in at a walk.

• 	No animals may be tied to trail access 	
	 fencing or left unattended on the trail 	
	 access for any reason.

• 	Daily opening / closing is the 		
	 responsibility of the Town.  If the gate 	
	 is closed, please do not disturb the 	
	 residents!
