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Dear Neighbors,

I'd like to provide an update on
the major capital projects under-
way around Town.

Dykes Road Drainage: Con-
struction of the drainage im-
provement along Dykes Road and
through Calusa Corners Park is
complete. Punchlist items are be-
ing addressed.

Project: The Town Council au-
thorized a purchase order for sur-
veying during the December
meeting.

SW 50th Street and SW 182nd

will be constructed in 2019.

Construction: Resurfacing is
completed on Appaloosa Trail,
Melaleuca Road, SW 130th Ave-
nue, SW g6th Street, and SW 128th
Avenue.

Construction: Surveying has
been completed and design is un-
derway for the FY 2019 construc-

tion project, which includes SW
188th Avenue and adjacent side
streets. A charrette was held with
the residents on December 18th.

Frontier Trails Park Improve-
ments: This project consists of
installing a picnic pavilion, side-
walk, and parking improvement
at the undeveloped Frontier Trails
Park. A resolution to award the
contract was considered by the
Town Council at the January 24th

meeting.

COYOTES ARE
HERE TO STAY

For about 6 months there have
been regular reports of coyotes in
Southwest Ranches. There have
been a number of excited claims
associated with these reports that
need to be explored so people can
take the appropriate actions when
they see or see evidence of a coyote.
Coyote 101, the Florida Wildlife
Commission (FWC), and our local
Florida newspapers are a good
source of info on our coyote popu-
lation.

In a report by Fish and Wildlife
that you can Google: coyotewhite-
paperfinal.pdf (the following in-
formation is provided). Coyotes are
found throughout Florida; the
presence of coyotes has been docu-
mented in all 67 Florida counties.
Coyotes arrived in Florida as part
of natural range expansion from
western states; they now live in ev-
ery state but Hawaii. This medium-
sized canine, a close relative of the
domestic dog, is extremely adapt-
able and can be found in rural,
suburban and urban landscapes.
They are typically shy and elusive
but encounters between people and
coyotes in Florida are occurring
more often. A pair of coyotes occu-
py a territory of about 8 square-
miles. Our town is 13 square miles.
Three or four coyotes can claim our
whole town. Locally, there is a fam-
ily that inhabits Markham Park,
they have been sited west of US27
on the levee and as far east as Dania




Beach recently.

Removing coyotes for the purpose
of eradication is an inefficient and
ineffective method to control popu-
lations. New coyotes move into ar-
eas where others have been re-
moved. Removal activities such as
hunting and trapping place pres-
sure on coyote populations, and the
species responds by reproducing at
a younger age and producing more
pups per litter; populations can
quickly return to their original size.

Never feed coyotes either inten-
tionally or unintentionally. This in-
cludes placing food outside to at-
tract wildlife. Clean up pet food,
fallen fruit, seed around bird feed-
ers and secure garbage cans - coy-
otes are opportunistic feeders and
will be drawn to and eat all of these
potential food sources. Close off
crawl spaces under porches and
sheds to prevent coyotes and other
animals from resting or raising
their young in areas around your
home. Educate your neighbors and
ask them to follow these same steps.

Coyotes that associate places where
people live as an easy place to find
food may gradually lose their natu-
ral fear of humans. Be aware of un-
usual coyote behavior. Unusual be-
havior could include a coyote that
has lost its fear of humans and is
approaching people, chasing jog-
gers and bikers, or attacking
leashed pets. One important note,
it's been rumored that coyotes that
are seen during the day are sick or
have rabies. Coyotes typically hunt
at dawn or dusk and are generally
solitary hunters. Like our domesti-
cated dogs, they take naps day and
night. Coyotes that are seen during
the day are usually raising pups
and may hunt around the clock de-
pending on the availability of food.

Coyotes are not pack animals like
wolves. They form family packs if
they can't find small animals and
switch to hunting large animals
like deer or to defend their territo-
ry from other coyotes.

Coyotes can and do prey on domes-
tic cats and small dogs. In Novem-
ber, the neighbor over my back
fence came home to find the parts
of a feral cat along his fence line.
During the same period a chihua-
hua disappeared from a fenced
yard, and several free-range chick-
ens went missing. In my neighbor-
hood we had sightings and photo-
graphs taken of a small coyote for
about three months. Most coyote
attacks on pets occur either at night
or in the early evening or morning
hours (dusk and dawn). To protect
your pets, do not allow them to
roam freely. Keep cats indoors.
Free-roaming cats and chickens
are at a high risk of being preyed
on by coyotes and other animals.
Walk small dogs on a short leash
that is less than six feet, especially
at night, dusk or dawn. Be extra
careful if you are going to walk
your pet in wooded areas or areas
that have heavy foliage, where
coyotes may rest. If pets are kept in
a fenced yard, be sure the fence is
at least 6 feet high to deter coyotes
from jumping over it and check the
bottom of the fence regularly to en-
sure there are no holes where coy-
otes can get underneath.

Be cautious if you are going to pick
up your pet when you see a coyote.
Picking up a pet may stop a coyote
attack, but it can also lead to a situ-
ation in which an aggressive coy-
ote continues to go after that pet
while in the arms of a person.

What should you do if you see a
coyote? Coyotes are not large ani-

mals and rarely pose a threat to
people, especially adults. They can
be curious but are also timid and
generally run away if challenged.
If a coyote approaches too closely,
there are methods you can use to
deter it and frighten it away. Mak-
ing loud noises and acting aggres-
sively will typically cause a coyote
to leave an area, but you may need
to increase and continue deter-
rence efforts until the coyote is ef-
fectively deterred and leaves the
area for good. There are several
methods of deterrence that are ef-
fective with coyotes. Waving your
arms in the air and yelling will
usually get a coyote to retreat, un-
less there is a den with pups near-
by. You may need to move towards
the coyote and increase deterrence
if the animal does not immediately
run away. Once the coyote begins
to move away, it is important to
continue deterrence efforts until
the coyote has completely left the
area.

Noisemakers are often effective de-
terrents to coyotes, including air
horns, banging pots and pans and
homemade noisemakers. A “coyote
shaker” made from placing pebbles
or coins in an empty drink contain-
er can be an effective noisemaker.

Throwing small stones or sticks to-
wards (but not at) a coyote will
usually cause the animal to leave.
Spraying water from a hose or us-
ing bear repellent can also be ef-
fective deterrence methods. Do not
attempt to hurt the coyote because
injured animals are more likely to
defend themselves; the goal should
be to scare the coyote away. Re-
member that wildlife will attempt
to protect themselves or their
young if threatened — keep your
distance.

Vary your methods of deterrence so
that the coyote does not become
desensitized.

If a coyote approaches a child, an
adult should first vyell loudly to
startle the coyote and then move
towards the coyote. This gives the
adult an opportunity to lift the
child as quickly as possible and
back away. Do not run from a coy-
ote, as this may cause the animal to
chase.

Teach children to recognize coy-
otes. If children are approached by
a coyote, have them move slowly
inside and yell loudly - teach them
not to run, approach, or feed coy-
otes.

Several residents in my neighbor-
hood have said that if they see a
coyote on their property, they will
shoot it. A word of caution, through
our town has agricultural and ru-
ral designations for zoning and
land use purposes, we are still a
residential community. Per Florida
statute 79o.15, it's a first-degree
misdemeanor to discharge a fire-
arm in an area residential in na-
fure.

Finally, people have called FWC
and the Town to have the coyotes
sited removed. FWC's response rec-
ommends that you call a state trap-
per. The Town has dispatched Da-
vid PD in the past, but the coyotes
didn't wait for the police to arrive.
If you want to contact the Town to
make them aware, they will alert
other neighbors in the vicinity.

Hopefully this information will
help you avoid or deal with if ap-
proached by our new mostly un-
welcome neighbors. -
