RESIDENT REPORT

The Town of Southwest Ranches Public
Works Department has several projects
currently underway. In a previous article, I
mentioned the Transportation Surface and
Drainage Ongoing Rehabilitation (TSDOR)
Program getting underway. This twenty-
year capital improvement construction
plan will rehabilitate, restore and improve
every public roadway and drainage swale
in the Town (over 68 miles of roads) in a
safe and fiscally responsible manner
averaging 3 to 4 miles of road each year.
The first year roads are scheduled for
construction by Weekley Asphalt Paving,
Inc. starting in November. They include
SW 205th Avenue and all intersecting
roads between Griffin Road and the
Southwest Ranches municipal boundary
line; SW 208th Lane, SW 209th Avenue,
and SW 210th Terrace from Griffin Road to
(and including) SW 54th Place.

The Town's surveying and design
consultants are also about to commence
working on the plans and bid documents
for the FY 2017 road segments which
should be ready for bid advertisement June
2016 and construction starting around the
same time next year, November 2016.
There are also six drainage projects and
two additional roadway projects currently
underway. The majority of funding for
these projects has been provided by the
Florida Department of Environmental
Protection ($525,446.00) and the Florida
Department of Transportation
($721,000.00), respectively. The six
drainage projects include:

1. SW 54th Place Drainage
Improvements: This project has
been completed and connects the
drainage inlets at SW 195th Terrace to
the inlets at SW 196th Lane and
westward to the SBDD Canal.

2. Hancock Road & Mustang Trail

Intersection Drainage
Improvement: This project will
provide a drainage connection from
this intersection to the adjacent
CBWCD Canal.

3. Dykes Road (between SW 51st
Manor & SW 53rd Court) Drainage
Improvement: This project will
provide an additional drainage outfall
from Dykes Road to the SBDD Canal.

4. SW 210th Terrace & SW 50th Street
Intersection Drainage
Improvement: This project will
provide two new drainage inlets at the
intersection that will then drain
westward along a swale to the SBDD
Canal (aka, Cemetery Canal).

5. SW 63rd Street Drainage
Improvements: This project will
install new drainage inlets and pipes at
the intersections of SW 185th Way, SW
186th Way and SW 188th Avenue that
will all drain westward via a system of
swales and pipe to the SBDD Canal
immediately west of SW 188th Avenue.

6. SW 195th Terrace Drainage
Improvement from the 5800 Block
to the 5400 Block: This project will

connect existing drainage inlets at the
5800 Block of SW 195th Terrace
through new inlets at the intersection
of SW g7th Court and then connect to
the SW 54th Place Drainage
Improvements Project.

The Stirling Road Guardrail Project will
provide over 4,400 feet of guardrail along
the CBWCD Canals between Hancock Road
and SW 130th Avenue (Melaleuca Road).
This improvement will dramatically
enhance safety along this dangerous
stretch of roadway. There are some areas
where the pavement edge of Stirling Road
is less than three feet from the adjacent
canal bank.

The SW 190th Avenue Project will connect
the end of the existing road section at the
FPL Sub-Station entrance road to the
intersection of SW 4gth Street and provide
a new pavement surface and an improved
drainage swale northward to Griffin Road.
